Liability:

Units WILL NOT deduct their commission or military donations from their sales income and send the difference to the council service center.

*Commissions will be mailed within 15 business days of account settlement 





Over-Ordering Popcorn

Unit Commission Reductions 





Unit commission reductions will be calculated on the 1st business day following the day you are late on payment. Payments received after December 10, 2010 are subject to a reduction in commission.
